Doreen wurde Mitte der 50er Jahre in den Warburton Ranges geboren. Als junges Mädchen ging sie mit 
ihren Eltern und anderen Familienangehörigen in die Siedlung Haasts Bluff. Die Familie zog später nach 
Papunya um, wo Doreen die Schule besuchte. Von dort aus zogen sie nach Areyonga und später nach Do-
cker River um. Als noch unverheiratete Frau reiste Doreen in den frühen 80er Jahren nach Kintore und traf 
ihren späteren Ehemann, George Tjampu Tjapaltjarri. Sie ließen sich schließlich in Kiwirrkura in der Nähe 
von Georges angestammtem Land nieder. 
 
Doreen stellte 1996 ihre ersten Gemälde für Papunya Tula Artists fertig und malte dann regelmäßig für PTA. 
George verstarb im Jahre 2005, aber malte weiterhin in Kiwirrkura und reiste gelegentlich in Richtung Süden 
nach Warakurna und Warburton, um Verwandte zu besuchen. 
 
In diesem Jahr wurde Papunya Tula Artists eingeladen, auf der dOCUMENTA (13) auszustellen. Es werden 
sowohl Werke von Doreen als auch Gemälde von Warlimpirrnga Tjapaltjarri zu sehen sein, die unter mehr 
als 150 zeitgenössischen Künstlern aus der ganzen Welt ausgewählt wurden.
